I am a true lover of modern architecture.
It’s the reason we moved to Cook Park. I
grew up in the suburbs of Denver, in a
beige cookie-cutter split level circa 1980.
It was functional, but boring. The first
time I saw the space ship house outside
of Genessee, I remember thinking how
amazing it was. | just couldn’t believe
that someone actually lived there. That’s
the same feeling I got the first time I saw
the Harris Gardens office buildings. Just imagine walking outside of your office
every day to an atrium complete with a magical mini-forest and pond. It was
designed for people, but looks like the perfect habitat for fairies and gnomes.

A few weeks ago I was driving down S. Oneida and noticed a “For Sale” sign
one the buildings. It peeked my interest, to say the least, so I decided to do
a little digging. It turns out that the developers of the
CPNA Harris Gardens left more of a legacy to our neighbor-
hood than two office buildings.

Rec Center Harris Gardens I was completed in 1972 and Harris
GardensIlin 1974. The architect was Joseph MacMillan.
The Harris brothers were mostly land developers prior
to developing the office buildings. They also built and operated the apartment
buildings just north of the Bank of the West building at Monaco and Evans.
George Harris died around 1990. Harry Harris continued to operate the office
buildings, coming to the office every day, until his death in late 2008, at the age
of 85. The buildings are currently owned by his estate.

You too can be part of Cook Park history — for a price. Harris Gardens I (2050
S. Oneida) is offered at $625,000. Harris Gardens II (2055 S. Oneida) is offered

at $990,000. The land with Harris Gardens II is offered at $22.5,000. The fairies
and Gnomes are extra.

Too Much Zucchini?

Everyone with a garden probably has too
much zucchini right now. This recipe
will eat up quite a bit of it and can be
served cold or hot.

Zucchini Soup

Ingredients:

1 onion - small dice

2-3 cloves garlic - minced

Zucchini - large dice (about 4 cups)
Kosher Salt and Pepper to taste

2 tbsp. Extra Virgin Olive Oil
Chicken Stock

Method:

In a large stock pot heat olive oil. Sautee
onion and garlic until onion is translucent,
about 5 minutes. Add zucchini and season
with salt and pepper. Cook until zucchini re-
leases water. Add chicken stock to cover and
simmer 20 minutes. Remove soup to a food
processor and puree. Soup can be served hot
or cold.

Tips from the Chef

1. Buy fruits and vegetables when they
are in season. Not only will they be less
expensive, but they also will taste amaz-
ing. Think summer sweet corn that you
can buy 4 for a dollar.

2. Take advantage of Denver Farmer’s
Markets located throughout the city.

3. Keep a well stocked pantry. Having
essentials on hand can save last minute
trips to the store. Some good things to
keep on hand: Oils, vinegars, spices,
canned tomatoes, canned beans, on-
ions, carrots, celery, pasta, rice, frozen
veggies, chicken stock

4. Keep your knives sharp. I know it
goes against what you think, but you are
more likely to get cut with a dull knife
than a sharp one. Dull knives are more
likely to jump and are harder to control.

5. Store onions and tomatoes outside of
the fridge. Onions should be stored in a
cool dry place. Tomatoes lose their flavor
and texture in the fridge.

6. Clean as you go. Wash dishes as
you dirty them while cooking and you
won’t have a huge mess when you are
through.

7. Taste as you cook. You can adjust
the seasoning if needed and you can
prevent overdoing it.

The sprinkle tex-
ture dissolves into food with a less se-
vere salt taste.

Who was
Joseph E. Cook?

Virginia L. Weilgot lived in Cook
Park, with her family, from 1963
to 2000. She served on the board
of the CPNA (both as president and
Vice President from 1991 to 1996).
The following is the first excerpt
taken from her pamphlet, The Story
of Judge Joseph E. Cook Park. We
thank Mrs. Weilgot both for her
years of service to our community,
and for allowing us to re-publish her
works in this newsletter. We will run
additional excerpts in future editions
of this newsletter.

Joseph E. Cook 1892-1963

Joseph E. Cook was born May 1,
1892, in Uxbridge, Massachusetts. Af-
ter graduating from Brown University
in 1914, he moved to Denver and be-
came a reporter for the Rocky Moun-
tain News. When the United States
entered World Ware I, he enlisted as
a private, as in the battle as a machine
gunner, was elevated to Sergeant, and
was a Lieutenant at the time of his dis-
charge at the end of the war.

When Joseph Cook returned to Colo-
rado, he became a court and sports
writer for both the Rocky Mountain
news and The Denver Post. At the
same time, he studied law at evening
classes at Westminster Law School
(later University of Denver College of
law).
