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2 (15-square inch) pieces parchment paper
1/4 cup chopped basil leaves 
2 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil 
2 lemons, thinly sliced 
Kitchen twine 

Method:
Place a large baking sheet on bottom rack of 
oven. Preheat oven to 400°F. 

Season fish with salt and pepper.  

Place a fish fillet in the center of each piece 
of parchment paper. Drizzle each fillet with  
1 teaspoon of the oil, then place lemon slices 
and basil on top. Gather sides of parchment up 
over salmon to form a pouch.  Fold the sides 
of the pouch and bend down the corners to 
hold the pouch in place so it won’t open when  
baking.  Place the pouches on the hot baking 
sheet in the oven and cook for 20 minutes.  
Transfer to plates and carefully open  
packages to release steam. These can be eaten 
in the pouch or removed onto the plate.

Ms. Christie Gleim succeeded Kelly Kitts as the Supervisor of Cook 
Park Recreation Center in December 2010.  Christie has 14 years 
experience with the City and County of Denver – she worked at Cook 
Park from 1996 to 2007, and has now returned. There are approximately 
30 employees, consisting of full time, part time and volunteers. Cook 
Park is approximately the fifth busiest Recreation Center in Denver. 
Soon reservations and membership renewals can be made on line at  
www.denvergov.org, not only for Cook Park but also for all 27  
Recreation Centers in Denver. Christie is also the Arts and Cultural 
Lead Supervisor for Parks and Recreation. On March 12, there will 
be a citywide art show at Cook Park, which will include artists from 
other Recreation Centers. (See more information in this issue.) As of 
March, Parks and Recreation has a new structure – programs will 
be consolidated to ensure good attendance. Christie lives in the area  
and returned because she likes the community (especially teenagers!) 
and quality of programs at Cook Park. Come in and pick up a brochure 
on what is available. Hours at the Recreation Center are 8 a.m. to 9 
p.m. Monday through Friday and on Saturday from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
In the summer, hours will be 8 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through Friday, 
and from 9 a.m. to 4 pm. on Saturday. A Cook Park newsletter will 
hopefully be published in the near future.  Registration for summer 
classes will begin in April.  No changes are planned at this time – 
Christie is assessing the situation.
